The IC Senior Week Committee has worked with the current Senior Class Executive Board and 

members of the Senior Class Cabinet to offer a special promotion of 50 percent off the base price of 

Senior Week passes to all senior card holders Students will be able to utilize this discount when passes 

are made available for purchase in April.  

 

Each year, the Senior Class Cabinet members approach local businesses to acquire discount offers 

attached to a discount card, known as a senior card. Senior cards are available exclusively to members 

of the senior class who elect to purchase a card from the Senior Class Cabinet for the price of $35. This 

is the Cabinet’s first major fundraiser and provides the funding for many of the group’s early events. In 

order to encourage seniors to purchase a senior card, the Senior Week includes a significant deal every 

year. 

 

The annual deal, 50 percent off of the cardholder’s Senior Week pass, is mutually beneficial. Many 

seniors purchase a senior card solely for the purpose of saving money on their Senior Week passes, and 

more students are willing to purchase a Senior Week pass with the significant savings from their senior 

card. Pricing for Senior Week 2015 has yet to be released, but each senior cardholder from the Class of 

2014 was able to save $55 off of their passes. With the purchase of a Senior Week pass, seniors gain 

admission to every event, transportation to and from all events, as well as food and live entertainment.
